The number of attendees of the past two meetings varied between 240 and 340 international CMP experts from the user industries, equipment and materials manufacturers and from academia and research institutes. The mission of this conference is the provision of a forum for the worldwide CMP community for exchange and discussion on a high scientific level in order to support and advance the developments of this highly important field of semiconductor manufacturing with an emphasis on the demands of the user industries.
Dresden, host city of ICPT 2007, is the capital of the Free State of Saxony and can be viewed as Europe's largest centre for semiconductor manufacturing. Worldwide, Dresden with its semiconductor cluster "Silicon Saxony" is ranked on fifth position. About 22,000 employees in more than 200 enterprises work in the field of microelectronics. The seven largest companies – Infineon, Qimonda, AMD, the photo mask centre AMTC, Toppan and Photronics – employ already more than 9,000 highly skilled individuals.
Exhibition:
In addition to oral papers and poster sessions, a further aim of the conference is to give equipment and materials suppliers the possibility to present latest products and services to the attendees. A dedicated exhibition area in close vicinity to the lecture hall is provided.
